A. Updates from the Dean

1. Hard work towards improving enrollment has paid off. Faculty
effort is appreciated!!!

2.  State of the University speech discussed the importance of online
courses and increasing online offerings. Requires thoughtful
consideration (what makes sense). Varies by department.
Psychology is fully online in sequence, but has limited choice.
How do we support faculty in making shifts towards online
courses? Should we be offering stipends for converting courses to
an online format? CFC discussion included following comments:
a.  Filming lectures is not an “online course”

b. Some faculty have Quality Matters (QM) training or are
Colleague to Colleague (C2C) members. KCREACHE used
currently at Washburn (not QM). Some students think online
courses are less rigorous, lots of variability course to course.
Students should be spending more time on online courses.
Creating course shells can make it easier for instructors.
Discussion boards help to create a learning community and
often improve course participation.

¢.  School of Nursing uses QM (same template for all courses).
Sue Taylor Owens has availability to help faculty convert
content.

d.  Very important to consider where online courses are
appropriate. Science labs and programming classes can be
difficult to convert to an online format.

e. Stipends could be a double-edged sword, faculty may create
course simply for stipend.
