Schmidt, clarifying that Workplace is going away so need to discuss what
we liked about workplace and discuss what will replace Workplace.

IV. WUBOR/KBOR Update-

KU requested and KBOR approved removal of ACT for admission starting
fall 2022. Other KBOR schools likely to follow.

We do not require ACT for admissions but use ACT scores for scholarships
and class placements. As fewer students take the ACTs scholarship use of
these scores for scholarships will need to be addressed.

Senate presidents will hear report KBOR gen ed committee at April
meeting, so watch this space for announcement.
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WUBOR approved Bonds and contracts for the law school after years of
work and fundraising.

Ceremonial ground breaking in June and real work start before that

Not much information on budget at this time, waiting on the legislature to
sort out some big stuff so we can plan with real numbers in mind.

WUBOR approved $1,032,040 over 4 years for an admissions partnership
with EAB to purchase names, starting with high school sophomores to
generate leads and nurture applications. We currently partner with EAB
with navigate and student success, and we know EAB uses data very well.
Liedtke to present at our April 12" meeting so we may ask questions.

VPAA Update - Dr. JuliAnn Mazachek

SOL, thank you former Dr Romig for your work on this and your leadership
on new law school project.

Shawnee County continue mask mandate, did make it possible for
churches and businesses can opt out. WU not changing any of our COVID
policies for classrooms and buildings until after the end of the semester.
Grospitch drafting an announcement to go out to the university. By that
time everyone that wants COVID vaccine will have had both doses and be
two weeks out from 2" dose.

If you know 2020 graduates, reach out to them. May 15t commencement for
2020 grads, around 100 registered now with 500 guests. Mailing and will
be texting campaign next week as well. There will be a concert prior to
commencement outside the Union.

40 faculty signed up, we will follow COVID protocol during commencement.
Will take place at Yager stadium.

May 8™ graduation for 2021 graduates, just under 400 students signed up.
Yager will be full to capacity. Outside company helping with the planning of
these events.

Small program review work in progress. Reach out if you have questions.
Waiting on a few key funds of our budget stream. Nothing has changed.
Not lifting the position that have been frozen. In the conversation part to
restore some of the travel, grant and research dollars. Hoping in the next
2-3 weeks to be able to give more information.

Dean Pratt congrats on school of Law. It took a relay team to get this
project done.
