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WASHBURN UNIVERSITY — A COMMUNITY RESOURCE

Washburn University is an outstanding educational resource for our community and state. Since 1865,
Washburn's success in providing educational excellence has been and continues to be based on the
highest standards for faculty, a commitment to individual student achievement, interactivity between
campus and community and an emphasis on technology and the future. In order to continue our mission
of enriching the lives of students, faculty, staff and the local and regional community, Washburn
University must make program improvements and adjustments that represent progressive thinking.

The University is well positioned to maintain its strong financial condition and to continue providing
excellent service. In addition to the tuition and fees charged to the students and the state aid grant,
Washburn University has three other strong and viable streams of revenue:

1. Sales tax revenue, based on Shawnee County sales and use tax collections, includes $890,000
designated for bonded indebtedness and $250,000 designated for capital projects.

2. The Debt Retirement, Construction, Repair and Equipment Fund (Three-Mill Fund) derives
revenue from local property taxes within the City of Topeka. This fund currently supports capital
maintenance projects, capital equipment purchases and bond payments. The Three Mill Fund is
a well-managed resource with sufficient capacity to service existing debt and provide for on-going
capital asset purchases and upgrades.

3. The Washburn University Foundation has been very successful in raising funds for the various
needs of the University community. Endowment revenues and fundraising provide a viable
revenue stream for scholarships, operating support and some capital projects.

The University issued revenue bonds for $11.2 million on December 1, 2001 to provide funds for the
construction of the Student Recreation and Wellness Center, the renovation of Moore Bowl and the
Memorial Student Union, and the construction of the KTWU tower. The debt service payments began in
July 2002 and are approximately $890,000 each year for the life of the bonds. As noted below, these
bonds were refunded in June 2010.

In June 2003, Washburn issued $7.5 million of revenue bonds to finance construction of the Washburn
Village transitional housing facility. Debt service began in July 2004, and is approximately $530,000 each
year for the life of the bonds. As noted below, these bonds were refunded in June 2010.

In September 2004, the University issued $14.25 million of revenue refunding bonds. These bonds
advance refunded $12.61 million of the 1999 LLC bonds. Debt service on the Series 2004 revenue
refunding bonds began in July 2005. Annual debt service was approximately $720,000 each fiscal year
through 2010. From that point forward, annual debt service on the refunding bonds is less than $1.3
million each fiscal year through 2019, and approximately $720,000 each fiscal year from 2020 through
2029.

In June 2010, the University issued $13.5 million of revenue refunding bonds. These bonds refunded the
then-outstanding balance of $13.21 million of the Series 2001 revenue bonds and the Washburn Village
bonds described above. Debt service on the Series 2010 revenue refunding bonds began in January
2011. Annual debt service is approximately $1.33 million each year through fiscal year 2022. In fiscal
year 2023, annual debt service will be approximately $515,000.

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Accrual Basis — The financial statements of Washburn University have been prepared on the accrual
basis. The University has adopted the requirements of Governmental Accounting Statement No. 35,
Basic Financial Statements — and Management'’s Discussion and Analysis — for Public Colleges and
Universities. The most significant differences between this Financial Report and reports for fiscal
years before 2002-2003 are (1) depreciation on capital assets is recorded; (2) summer school tuition
is reflected in the period to which it applies; and (3) certain amounts held by Washburn University
Foundation for the benefit of the University are recorded in the University’s accounting records.

The statement of current fund revenues, expenditures and other changes is a statement of financial
activities of current funds related to the current reporting period. It does not purport to present the
results of operations or the net income or loss for the period as would a statement of income or a
statement of revenues and expenses.

To the extent current funds are used to finance capital assets, the amounts provided are accounted
for as (1) expenditures, if such expenditures do not meet the applicable capitalization thresholds
specified in the University’s capital asset policy; (2) mandatory transfers, in the case of required
provisions for debt amortization and interest, and equipment renewal and replacement; and (3) non-
mandatory transfers for all other cases.

Fund Accounting — To ensure observance of limitations and restrictions placed on the use of
resources available to the University, the accounting records of the University are maintained in
accordance with the principles of “fund accounting.” This is the procedure by which resources for
various purposes are classified for accounting and reporting purposes into funds in accordance with
activities or objectives specified. Separate accounts are maintained for each fund.

Externally restricted funds may only be utilized in accordance with the purposes established by the
source of such funds and are in contrast with unrestricted funds over which the governing board
retains full control to use in achieving any of its institutional purposes.

Endowment funds are subject to the restrictions of gift instruments requiring the principal be invested
in perpetuity and only the income expended.

All gains and losses arising from the sale, collection, or other disposition of investments and other
non-cash assets are accounted for in the fund that owned such assets. Ordinary income derived
from investments, receivables, and the like is accounted for in the fund owning such assets, except
for income derived from investments of endowment and similar funds. This income is accounted for
in the fund to which it is restricted or, if unrestricted, as revenues in unrestricted current funds.

All other unrestricted revenue is accounted for in the unrestricted current fund. Restricted gifts,
grants, appropriations, endowment income and other restricted resources are accounted for in the
appropriate restricted funds. Restricted current funds are reported as revenues and expenditures for
current operating purposes.

This report includes the funds and accounts of Washburn University only. The funds and accounts of
Washburn Institute of Technology are included in a separate report.

Income Taxes — The University is a municipal entity and is not subject to income taxes.

Investments

Investments, exclusive of capital assets, are recorded at fair market value. Investments in funds
other than endowment consisted of certificates of deposit and investments in the state’s overnight
municipal investment pool, the cost of which approximates market.

Ancillary Corporations

The Washburn University Foundation is corporately and financially separate from Washburn
University, with a separate governing board, separate investments, and separate accounting funds.
The net income of Washburn University Foundation is used to finance a portion of the operations of
Washburn University.

Other foundations and corporations external to Washburn University, but which support and aid

Washburn’s mission, are the Washburn Law School Foundation, the Washburn Law School
Association, the International Center, Inc., and the Mulvane Art Center, Inc.

In 1995, the Washburn University Board of Regents entered into a revised agreement with the Washburn
University Foundation for the management of certain University endowment funds. In addition to these
transferred funds, Washburn University holds other endowment funds for which the University has been
named trustee, a non-delegable obligation to the grantor. Earnings on the endowment funds are retained or
distributed in accordance with the donor agreement. Most earnings are distributed for scholarships.

This report constitutes the required fiscal year 2011 annual report of Washbum University regarding the use of
restricted income received from the Washburn University Foundation.

Under the terms of the revised Memorandum of Understanding between Washburn University and Washburn
University Foundation, endowment fund earnings are no longer required to be distributed to the University annually.
Rather, each month, WUF notifies the fund administrators at the University of the distributable earnings available
from each endowment.

University departments spend money against these distributable earnings, with the expenditures being recorded on
the University's books. Each month, the University sends a reimbursement request to WUF, requesting distribution
of available amounts from WUF to the applicable University fund. WUF reviews the request, and has the right to
review supporting documentation for amounts requested. Thus, the responsibility for ensuring endowment earnings
are expended in accordance with the wishes of the donor has passed from the University to WUF.

As a result, this report no longer presents detailed information on amounts expended by the University andfor held
by WUF relating to these endowments.

Funds whose income accrues to the benefit of Washburn University, held in trust and managed by others:

1.

Dorothy B. Southwick Trust is managed by the Midwest Trust Company. The testamentary trust provides
that one-half of the net income of the Trust is to be used for scholarships for deserving students at Washburn
University as a memorial to Barbara Southwick, the deceased daughter of Mrs. Dorothy Southwick. The
assets in the Trust Report as of July 31, 2011 totaled $261,854.16

Harry L. and Margaret S. Rhodes Scholarship Trust is managed by Bank of America. One-fourth of the net
income of the trust is to be paid to Washburn as scholarships for deserving students of the University. The
value of this trust on June 30, 2011 was $243,678.28.

Dr. Manuel F. Pusitz Nursing Scholarship Trust is managed by Bank of America. One-half of the net
income of the trust is to be paid to the University for scholarships to nursing students. The value of this trust
on June 30, 2011 was $303,148.67

Finnup Foundation Trust is managed by the Finnup Foundation of Garden City. There is an annual
distribution voted by the Board of Trustees. Scholarship funds received are to be awarded to students from
southwestern Kansas based upon merit, financial need, or a combination of both.

Ethel Strawman Dyatt Charitable Trust is managed by Bank of America. Twenty percent of the income is

to be distributed to the University to provide scholarships to such persons and in such amounts as
determined by the University. The scholarships are known as the Ethel Strawman Dyatt and William L. Dyatt
Scholarship. The value of assets in the trust report as of June 30, 2011 were $596,321.92.

Fred J. and Julia C. Kuehne Trust is managed by Bank of America. Forty percent of the net income of the
trust is to be distributed to the University. Ninety percent of the distribution is to be used for athletic
scholarships, and ten percent for athletic recruitment, if desired. The total distribution can be awarded as
scholarships as determined by the University. The assets as of June 30, 2011 were $1,625,685.

Thelma H. Nickelson Trust is managed by Bank of America. Net income is to be distributed and used for
scholarships based on financial need, scholarship, leadership, personality, and desirable character qualities
The assets as of June 30, 2011 were $191,506.

William Guild Trust is managed by UMB Bank. The University is a 1/6 owner in this Trust. Washburn's share
of the annual income from this trust is divided among several different areas on campus.

Washburn University is the beneficiary of $117,076 cash value of life insurance policies restricted for
endowed scholarships.
